e Unpack your unit carefully. Lay out and identify all parts using the instruction sheets as a
reference. Before discarding the carton, check for any small hardware bags.

e If any parts are damaged or missing, refer to the description noted in the instructions when
contacting your dealer for replacements.

°® Please wear safety glasses whenever drilling or cutting.

e Handle the glazed panels carefully; tempered glass is difficult to break, but the sharp corners
of the panels can damage tile and floor coverings.

o Before installing, check the tub rim for level and both walls for plumb. If either are out of
plumb more than 3/8”, you may want to contact your dealer for tapered fillers which can be
used to level tub track or plum the side jambs.

& Caution: Tempered glass cannot be cut or drilled

then remove all parts. For tile or marble, drill six (3 per wall)
3/16" diameter holes and insert plastic wall anchors (C).

Drill a hole on the buttress wall. A center punch helps locate
the holes accurately.

SECURING the TUB TRACK

* Before replacing the tub track (A), force a slight downward

bow in the extrusion. This will ensure that the track fits tight

to the tub.

The inside slider panel will close against
wall jamb on showerhead side.

e Next, push vinyl jamb bumpers (F) into side jambs (B) approximately 1”
below center screw.

e Align the slot in the bumper with the outer rail of the slider panel and
mark holes through the bumper and drill with #32 drill bit.

e Screw bumper in with #6 X 3/4” pan head screw (G).
